Although a group of local men had put together a "bucket brigade" earlier, the
Pocono Mountain Volunteer Fire Company was formed in 1926. During the early
years the fire trucks were stored in various garages throughout the town until
1935 when a building was purchased on Kinney Avenue. As more room was
needed, the company moved into Smith's Garage on Main Street, now Rosana's
Creations. The need for a larger facility caused the PMVFC to purchase land in
1961 and construct a new building in 1963 for the annual carnival. the building
was remodeled in 1970, becoming what is now the current fire station. A second
smaller station was completed in 1994 in Paradise Township.

The Fire Company continually updates its equipment to provide the best fire
protection. Each July (7/22/07-7/28/07) PMVFC holds a carnival as its major
fundraiser.

Drills are conducted by the Fire Company on the first, third and fourth Mondays
and a business meeting on the second Monday of each month. The PMVFC is
always looking for new members.
