+ Any type of construction material

The garbage hauler, on any Monday of the month takk ONE large bulk item per week such
as sofas, chairs, and appliances. Please noti yloat are placing a refrigerator, freezer, or air
conditioner out for collection that contains Fretirat the Freon must be removed by a certified
refrigeration/air-conditioning technician and tigphance must then be properly tagged. If the

proper tag is placed on the refrigerator, freeaeair conditioner, the trash haulers viNIDT
pick-up that appliance.

Please note that if you are putting a refrigeratdreezer out for collection, the dodvBJST be
removed from the appliances, this is a State Law.

2. Newspapers/Magazines/Mixed Paper Products:
May be tied in 12” bundles or placed in the bluatamer*. Includes colored
advertisements, junk mail, envelopes (includingptawindows), and single layer cardboard
boxes such as cereal boxes, cracker boxes, pasta,l®ic. No food contaminated material
such as pizza boxes

3. Cardboard:
Flatten and bundle with twine in bundles no larp@n 3’ long x 2’ wide x 1" high. Do not
include single layer boxes such as cereal, pizaaker, etc. Also, ho wax-coated boxes or
boxes that are food, paint or oil contaminated.

The following materials are not acceptable and shadd not be mixed in with your
recyclables:

Aluminum Foil/Pie Plates - Heat Resistant Ovenware Flower
Styrofoam Pots

Drinking Glasses - Mirror / Window Glass

Ceramic Cups/Plates - Plastic Bags/Wrap

Light Bulbs - Scrap Metals (Wire/Pipe/Pots/etc
